and visit nomad families and have tea with them (depends on travel dates). 

DAY 06 – CAMEL RIDE! 

Hop on a camel for a ride through the desert and photograph the breathtaking Saharian sunset. 

Sit down for tea enjoying the rhythms of africa.  

DAY 07 – TOURING 

Drive through the mountains and settle in the land of a thousand palm groves. Learn about the 

filmmaking industry in Morocco and how it affects the local economy. Ouarzazate is your layover 

between the Sahra and Marrakech
